Please find enclosed information on the 10th Annual – 2009 BELL North Bay Dragon Boat 
Festival. 
 
Two organizations have combined their talents and efforts to bring to North Bay and its 
surrounding area an extremely popular international event. This will be the festival’s tenth year of 
operation in North Bay. The 2009 festival will be hosted for the second time through the 
partnership of the North Bay Warriors of Hope and the Rotary Club of North Bay. The first, the 
Warriors, is renowned to the community not only for its ability to raise public awareness of breast 
cancer but they also focus on supporting breast cancer survival, particularly through active fitness 
programs like Dragon Boat racing.  The Warriors have organized the North Bay Dragon Boat 
Festival for the past eight years in partnership with the North Bay Canoe Club with great success. 
The second partner, the Rotary Club of North Bay, has demonstrated tremendous fundraising 
support to disabled youth since 1923. 
 
Who are the North Bay Warriors of Hope? 
Formed in October 1999, The Warriors of Hope are a team of Breast Cancer Survivors who 
participate in Dragon Boat Racing as an example of what people can accomplish after breast 
cancer. With the support of volunteers and associate members, this team of determined and 
energetic women has become a role model for cancer survivors, in not only North Bay, but also 
wherever they compete. 
 
What is the Rotary Club of North Bay? 
The first official meeting of the club took place May 17, 1923. In co-operation with Toronto 
Rotarians, the 25 founders organized a charter night.  The Rotary Club of North Bay has 
enthusiastically supported many community projects over the years. The club owns Camp 
Tillicum on the south shore of Lake Nipissing. Since 1949, the club has operated summer 
activities and made the camp available for children who might not otherwise enjoy a camping and 
summer recreation experience. The club currently partners with the YMCA who operates a 
summer program at Tillicum. The club has financially supported Canadore College and Nipissing 
University. The largest funding activity in the club’s history was a $700,000 donation to establish 
a therapeutic pool at the new YMCA facility. 
A current project is a commitment to raise $750,000 for a new hospital and children’s treatment 
centre at the proposed hospital in North Bay. This is a joint venture with the Nipissing Rotary club.  
In co-operation with FM 105 radio and the Rogers ownership, the Rotary Club of North Bay 
sponsors a radio marathon each spring to raise funds for disabled youth. This is a club effort that 
is organized together with the Nipissing Association for Disabled Youth. Rotary is committed to its 
work in North Bay and area. 
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The 125 members of the Rotary Club of North Bay are grateful to local residents who support 
their programs that enable the club to continue its local service programs.  The Rotary Club of 
North Bay, ON, Canada meets at noon on Monday at the Royal Canadian Legion located at First 
Avenue West between Ferguson and Fraser Streets. 
 
What is the Dragon Boat Festival? 
The Bell North Bay Dragon Boat Festival is part of a larger Chinese cultural tradition that goes 
back 2,400 years. It began on the life-sustaining riverbanks in the valleys of southern China as a 
fertility rite performed to ensure bountiful crops. The first participants held their celebration on the 
fifth day of the lunar month of the Chinese calendar. The race was held to avert misfortune and 
encourage the rains needed for prosperity. The object of their worship was the dragon. 
Also known as Poet's Day, it commemorates the death of Qu Yuan, a poet and Minister of State 
during the Chou Dynasty. Qu had protested against the corrupt government and was stripped of 
his office as Minister of State. He wandered about the countryside, unhappy and dejected. When 
local fishermen realized Qu had disappeared into the river, they raced out in their boats to save 
him, beating drums to scare off the fish that they thought would eat his body. They also dropped 
rice dumplings in the water as a sacrifice to his spirit. The scene of the fishermen racing out to 
save Qu Yuan is reenacted every year in the form of Dragon Boat races. 
The Dragon Boat Festival is an entertaining and enjoyable event. It is one of the fastest growing 
sports tourism events internationally. It gives the spectator an opportunity to glimpse a part of the 
rich Chinese cultural heritage and provides an opportunity for the community to promote its local 
waterfront setting and the goodwill of its local sponsors. For North Bay, the charitable focus of the 
event will enrich all participants and spectators alike.  
The North Bay Warriors of Hope and the Rotary Club of North Bay realize that we cannot make 
this work without the support of local businesses. We hope that you would consider getting 
involved in the Dragon Boat races by sponsoring the event, sponsoring a team or forming a race 
team.  What ever you do, be assured that you are helping an event which provides exposure for 
your business, provides a source of family entertainment and is FUN.
